PARENT NOTIFICATION

Parents must be notified if their child’s school

has been identified for school improvement,

the reasons for identification, and the options

available for their child.

Parents of limited English proficient students

must also be notified within 30 days after the

beginning of the school year of the following:

• The reasons for identifying their child as

limited English proficient.

OPTIONS FOR PARENTS OF CHILDREN

IMPROVEMENT

Public School Choice: After a school is identified as not making AYP, parents may request the transfer of their children to a better performing public or charter school.

Supplemental Educational Services: 
Federal Title I funds can be used to provide supplemental educational services such as tutoring, after-school services and summer school programs for children enrolled in schools identified for improvement.
